Ephesians 2.1-10

The Easter season is a wonderful time to reflect on the great gift of Salvation that we
have received through Christ. We as believers have the assurance that we can live in
the fullness of Christ and know that one day we can spend eternity with Him. Paul
writes in Ephesians 2.1-10 about the grace of God. He writes these words to the
Church of Ephesus . He reminds the people in verses 1-3 how that at one time they
were dead in their trespasses and sins, and how they walked in the way of the world.
Paul reminds them that they all once lived this way following after the passions of the
flesh and following after the desires of their bodies. He also said that they were just
like the rest of mankind. The first three verses of this passage is on the negative side, a
side that we need to be aware and reminded of, but what comes next is simply
amazing. Verse 4 begins with the conju
connects two words, phrases, or sentences). This is a wonderful transition! In verses
4-5a Paul states,

But God, being rich in mercy, because of the great love with which he loved
us, even when we were dead in our trespasses, made us alive together with
Christ

He is reminding the Ephesians of God's great mercy and love to us while they were
dead in their sins, and how He made them to be alive in Christ. Next, he tells them
that the only reason their salvation is
that in order to accept this free gift of grace they must have the faith to receive it. He
goes on to say that this act of grace is nothing that they have done on their own. It is
solely an act of God. He also told them that this gift of grace was not an act of works.
He said this to let them know that we as humans have done absolutely nothing to merit
this gift. Paul makes this statement knowing they would have become boastful in
themselves. Paul continues in verse 10 to say that we are God's workmanship. This
simply means God made us. He also says that we were created in Christ Jesus for

good works. Simply put, when we are of Christ Jesus, we will begin to do the things of
Christ.

This passage should excite us as believers! As you read these words I pray that you
have been made new in Christ. I hope that you have accepted this grace through faith.
If you are reading this and have never accepted Christ Jesus' grace through faith, today
is the day to take action. As mentioned above, our God is rich in mercy and is wanting
you to accept this gift of grace. He wants you to admit that you are a sinner, believe in
Jesus as your Savior, and confess him as Lord of your life. If you are a believer, I
encourage you to be pressing forward in your faith and be about the good works in
which we were created.
